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Writing Center
Schedule a Consultation
Schedule a 30 or 60 minute consultation with a writing tutor in the Writing Center (110 EPB) or virtually. Bring any writing you are working on, along with the relevant assignment, call for submissions, grant application instructions, etc. You can come for help with any stage of the writing process. 
Document Review
Submit up to 10 pages of a document for asynchronous review. Please include any relevant instructions. Allow for 2-3 business days between your submission and receiving the feedback. 
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Enrollment Program
Meet with a writing tutor for 60min a week, with a standing appointment (either one 60min appointment or two 30 min appointments). Best for students with sustained writing projects. 
Write On Program
An online program designed to encourage graduate students and faculty to write regularly, and NOT a program that teaches writing skills or provides feedback on work. Best for students or faculty looking for external motivation and accountability for existing writing projects. Occurs on a semester basis. 
[bookmark: _Toc225153223]Dissertation Camp
Typically held in the first two weeks of June, with limited space. Participants meet from 9am to 1pm (Mon-Fri), beginning each day with a short group discussion and ending with a 30min presentation focused on dissertation writing. The majority of the time is devoted to writing, with Writing Center staff available for consultations. Ideal for students focused on the actual writing of the dissertation.
